The children in Berries have enjoyed another successful week. We have continued to look for
signs of autumn and talk about what autumn is. We have brought some autumnal items into
our classroom and have enjoyed exploring them through our play. We spent a lot of time this
week talking about our emotions and learning to recognise how somebody might be feeling and
why, we especially enjoyed using the mirrors to look at the faces we could make. We have
continued reading the story of Goldilocks and used some fabulous descriptive words to talk
about her. In maths we have finished learning all about the number 4 and moved onto the
number 5, gathering items and practising counting out.

Amazing Acorns

We have had another lovely week in Acorns class.

This week we had a go at making our own porridge. In English, the children then sequenced the
steps and wrote a sentence about it.

In maths we have been exploring number 4. We have been thinking about the different ways we
can make it (3 and 1, 2 and 2, 4 and 0). We have been writing the number 4 and finding
numbers that are more and fewer.

In phonics we have had a consolidation week. We have been recapping the sounds we already
know (s,a,t,p,i,n,m,d,g). Some of us are even beginning to write words and sentences with these
sounds.
