Teaching staff
Alongside myself (Mrs Lee), the class is also supported by Mrs Cooper,
who will teach the class each Wednesday during teacher management
and PPA time . We are also supported by Mrs Blake, Monday to
Thursday and Mr Rush each morning.

The National Curriculum
Each day, there is a focus on English, Maths, spelling , grammar and
handwriting. Over the course of the year, the children will access a
number of subjects through our creative curriculum. Any class trips
throughout the year will support learning within the new curriculum.
Topic webs are written each half term to inform you of the class
learning and can be found on the class page of the website. The class
timetable is also on the website.

In the summer term of 2025, all children in Year 6 will sit the end of
key stage tests in reading, spelling, grammar and maths. These will
measure their learning throughout key stage two and will also be used
alongside our own rigorous assessment procedures. Further Infor-
mation about these will be available later on in the academic year.

PE/ Forest School
Our PE sessions for Autumn 1 are on Tuesday afternoons and this will
be led by a coach from Rossendale School Sports Partnership. PE
sessions will change on a half termly basis and parents will be in-
formed of the change in PE day on the newsletter.

Free readers may choose a book from
home or from the class library for reading
sessions.

Personal belongings
Your child is responsible for looking after their own belongings. Please

make it easier for them by naming all items of clothing, including
coats, uniforms and bags. If your child has a school bag/rucksack,
please ensure it 1s small enough to fit onto their peg.

Pencil cases may also be brought into school for use in the afternoon
sessions, however these are not compulsory as your child will be
provided with their own set of equipment to use in school.

If your child does bring a mobile phone, this should be handed into the
class teacher on arrival where it will be stored in the school office
until the end of the day. Please remind your child that these phones
are only to be used off the school premises and should be turned off at
the school gates.
